Marleen De Boo holds an MA in Music 
Pedagogy and Choral Conducting. She is 
a lecturer at the Royal Conservatory of 
Antwerp where, among other courses, she 
teaches Children- and Youth Choir Con-
ducting. De Boo is also the artistic direc-
tor of VZW Waelrantkoren, a non-profit 
organisation of eight choirs, four of them 
under her direction. Her conducting span 
covers different age groups with a strong 
focus on pedagogical aspects of choral 
singing and children, as seen from her 
participation in international competi-
tions and festivals with Youth Choir Wael-
rant. Though De Boo is an adjudicator for 
national and international choral compe-
titions, her main drive remains coaching 
singers and show amateurs, especially 
children, and passing onto them the beau-
ty of choral music.

Hirvo Surva studied choir conducting 
at the Georg Ots Music School in Tallinn 
and at the Estonian Academy of Music and 
Theatre. He has been active as a conduc-
tor at Estonian Song Festivals, took part in 
many Estonian festivals and served as the 
artistic director of two youth choirs. He 
has been the Chairman of the Association 
of Estonian Choral Conductors since 2001 
and the Chairman of the Estonian Choral 
Association since 2019. In 2006 and 2010, 
he was a visiting resident professor at the 
University of Oregon in the US. Since 2008, 
he has been teaching music at the Second-
ary Music School in Tallinn and choral con-
ducting at the Estonian Academy of Music 
and Theatre. Surva has received wide recog-
nition: he was twice named best conductor 
at the International Choir Festival Tallinn. 
In 2014, he received the title Person of the 
Year and the Musician of the Year title. 

In this energetic workshop, we will sing our hearts out for our planet. Let’s experience 
unity through enchanting ballads about our forests and oceans as well as empowering 
pop songs about how each of us can make a difference when bound together by co-cre-
ated Nature-inspired soundscapes.

Tine Fris-Ronfeld is a Danish singer, 
well-known throughout the choral and 
vocal music scene for her work as a singer, 
composer and arranger for the award-win-
ning experimental vocal group Postyr as 
well as for her work as a singer, arranger 
and co-conductor of the renowned pop 
choir Vocal Line, with whom she won the 
first prize at The Eurovision Choir 2019. 
Fris-Ronfeld is a graduate of The Royal 
Academy of Music in Denmark, and she 
has more than 15 years of experience 
teaching icebreakers, singing and stage 
performance all around the world.

Christian Fris-Ronsfeld is the artis-
tic director of Mariagerfjord Pigekor, a 
Danish girl’s choir, and Mariagerfjord 
Choir School, one of the most remarkable 
schools for contemporary music in Eu-
rope, consisting of 16 choirs focusing pri-
marily on children and youth. Fris-Ron-
sfeld holds an MA in Rhythmic Choir 
Leading, Pop/Jazz Singing and Ear Train-
ing from the Royal Academy of Music in 
Denmark and an MA in Music Education 
from the University of Music in Freiburg. 
He is frequently invited to teach at festivals 
and choral events in Europe and the USA. 
He is a board member of the Aarhus Vocal 
Festival.

In this atelier we will be feasting on tra-
ditional and original songs from the 
various Mediterranean countries. The 
pieces will be passionate and joyous as 
well as spiritual, just as their diversity re-
flects the daily lives of people who have 
not yet forgotten to celebrate life in the 
fullest way. We will sing, dance and travel 
through music so as to touch upon the 
faraway lands.

Gloria Coma Pedrals is the conductor of 
Cor Infantil de l'Orfeó Català-Palau de la 
Música Catalana, which won third prize at 
Cantonigròs Festival in 2013. She is also 
one of the singing coaches of Orfeó Català. 
She has won prizes conducting children 
and youth choirs, and performed as a solo 
soprano in various roles. She studied con-
ducting with Mireia Barrera, Josip Vila 
Casañas, Pierre Cao, Johan Duijck, and 
Harry Christophers, and graduated from 
Escola Superior de Música de Catalunya in 
Singing and Interpretation with Margari-
da Natividade.

She was 
awarded first prize at the 7th International 
Competition in St Petersburg, named Best 
Conductor at the 35th International Choir 
Competition in Varna in 2014, and won 
third prize at the 5th International Con-
ducting Competition Jeunesse Musicales 
in Bucharest.

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In the workshop, singers will get to know 
and perform four traditional and con-
temporary gospel compositions by Af-
rican-American composers.

With the 
sLOVEnia String Orchestra and Anders 
Åstrand, a master percussionist, we will 
also perform improvised transitions and 
intonations between sections of the mass.

Gary Graden, an American singer and 
conductor, studied at the Hartt School of 
Music and at the Stockholm Royal Acade-
my of Music under the mentorship of Eric 
Ericson. Graden serves as the director of 
choral music in the Stockholm Cathedral 
and is a staff member of the Stockholm’s 
Musikgymnasium, where he founded the 
Chamber Choir. Working with the latter 
and with St. Jacob’s Chamber Choir has 
won him grand prizes and first prizes 
in several prestigious European compe-
titions, including the European Grand 
Prix. Besides conducting orchestras and 
choirs around the world, Graden has com-
missioned and premiered more than 90 
works.

The atelier offers a collage of folk music 
intertwining vocal and instrumental mu-
sic of Slovenia’s diametrically opposite 
geographical regions, spiced up with dia-
lects of the neighbouring countries (Italy, 
Croatia, Hungary and Austria). Hear the 
sound of the rolling hills and taste the 
salt of the sea.

Sebastjan Vrhovnik graduated with hon-
ours in Music Pedagogy at the Academy of 
Music in Ljubljana. He also completed his 
MA in Choral Conducting in the class of 
Johannes Prinz at the University of Music 
and Performing Arts in Graz. Since 2014, 
he has been an Associate Professor of 
Choral Conducting at the Ljubljana Acad-
emy of Music and has held several choral 
conducting workshops in Slovenia and 
abroad. Currently he is the conductor of 
the Ljubljana Music Society Mixed Choir, 
the Ljubljana Academy of Music Chamber 
Choir and a permanent guest conductor of 
the Slovenian Philharmonic Choir.

Her dedication and con-
tribution to the arts in Australia has been 
acknowledged through multiple honours 
and awards.

Sanna Valvanne is an innovative conduc-
tor from Finland, the founding director of 
the Sing & Shine Choirs, and the Artistic 
Director of the 2017 Tampere Vocal Mu-
sic Festival. Before returning to Finland 
in 2016, Valvanne had directed choirs for 
El Sistema programmes in New York for 
many years. She is recognised worldwide 
for her creative choral method, “Sing and 
Shine with Body and Soul”, and has been 
a welcomed guest conductor around the 
world since 1994.

Follow the dance steps of tradition and explore the spicy flavours of the 
Mediterranean!

Sofia Gioldasi is the conductor of the 
Voci Contra Tempo women’s vocal en-
semble and of the Thessaloniki State Con-
servatory Choirs in Greece. Gioldasi has 
great experience in teaching children’s and 
youth choirs, specialising in intertwine-
ment of choral singing, body movement 
and stage action. Between 2011 and 2014, 
she conducted the prestigious Nieuw Am-
sterdams Kinderkoor, with whom she had 
the honour to perform at the inauguration 
of King Willem-Alexander, and record 
for Deutsche Grammophon. Gioldasi has 
been a jury member at international cho-
ral competitions and is a much sought-af-
ter workshop and masterclass leader in 
Greece, Turkey, Italy and elsewhere.

Since 2005, Çiğdem Aytepe has been 
working at the State Conservatory of 
Hacettepe University Ankara, where she 
founded children’s, youth, girls’ and mixed 
choirs with her colleague Atilla Cagdas De-
ger. She has by now carried out numerous 
national and international projects, sup-
ported social responsibility projects and 
published two books for children. Cur-
rently, she is conducting the Conservatory 
Choir, the Turkish Radio Broadcast Anka-
ra Youth Choir, Ertuğrul Oğuz Fırat Mixed 
Choir and the Saygun Philharmonic Choir 
that interpreted works such as Brahms’ A 
German Requiem, Holst’s The Planets and 
Debussy’s Nocturnes with prestigious or-
chestras. She pursues her role as a leading 
educator with her contributions to choral 
music development and the upbringing of 
Turkey’s young generations.

Welcome to groovy pop songs for choir, 
both a capella and with a band. In the 
workshop, we will work on sound, blend-
ing, groove, phrasing, intonation and, 
last but not least, the message of the song. 
Special voice exercises and playful body 
percussion will help us to get a powerful, 
homogeneous and bright sound.

Anne Kohler, Professor of Choral Con-
ducting at the Detmold University of Mu-
sic, Germany, not only teaches her class of 
choral conductors, but also conducts the 
Institution’s Chamber Choir and the vocal 
ensemble Pop-Up. Pop-Up have recorded 
their fourth CD, won first prizes at in-
ternational competitions and performed 
with the Rolling Stones. Anne Kohler’s 
work with her jazz choir has been influ-
enced and formed through workshops 
with The Real Group, Jens Johansen and 
Thierry Lalo. Leading courses and work-
shops on conducting, vocal technique as 
well as jazz and pop-choir conducting has 
taken her all over the country.

For 13 years, van Proosdij 
has been working on her method “From 
Voice & Physique to Choireography”. She 
gives workshops and masterclasses all 
over the world and creates Choireogra-
phy for different choirs. In April 2014, 
her book “Voice & Physique” was pub-
lished and her second book “Choireogra-
phy” was launched in 2019. As an atelier 
leader, Panda van Proosdij has taken part 
in different European festivals (Europa 
Cantat, Eurotreff, Choralies, etc.)

Tom Johnson, born in 1988, is a violinist 
and a choral conductor. He finds singing 
one of the most accessible forms of making 
music. Johnson reaches out to all groups 
in society: children and adults, choirs and 
schools, professionals and beginners, and 
hopes everyone can experience the joy of 
singing.

Before joining The Real Group, he was 
a member of Vox11, Postyr Project and 
VoxNorth, all Danish groups exploring 
new directions in a cappella performance. 
Stationed in Cologne, Germany, he is 
currently active as a composer, producer, 
singer and teacher in various contexts.

Toronto native Kevin Fox is a recognised 
voice in the world of contemporary a cap-
pella. He is known internationally for his 
work as a choral director, coach, adjudi-
cator, and arranger. From 2007 to 2019 he 
was the baritone/vocal percussionist for 
the Grammy-winning group The Swing-
les. Since 2013 he has served as an Artistic 
Director of the Israeli choral project Voca-
locity. Other recent credits include: Music 
Director on the British television show 
“Sing: Ultimate A Cappella” (2017), atelier 
leader at Europa Cantat in Tallinn (2018), 
and adjudicator at the Rocky Mountain 
Festival in Banff (2018).

Have you ever sung to the accompani-
ment of old instruments and travelled 
back in time? With an orchestra of Ba-
roque instruments and a fine selection 
of soloists, we will combine the rich 
choral score with a vital and passionate 
performance along with the unsurpassed 
techniques of the Baroque performance 
practice.

Erik Van Nevel, a singer and conductor, is 
a former teacher of conducting, chamber 
music and early music at LUCA School 
of Arts – campus Lemmens in Leuven, 
Belgium. He served as the conductor of 
the ensemble Currende, with whom he 
recorded two dozen CDs with 16th, 17th 
or 18th century music. Together they per-
form at main festivities in the Brussels 
Cathedral and the Church of Holy Mary 
in Bruges. Van Nevel gives international 
courses, masterclasses and workshops on 
conducting and performance practice and 
is a guest conductor of several professional 
ensembles.

This programme will focus on a 4-way 
close harmony, SATB vocal arrangements 
accompanied by a jazz rhythm section. 
The repertoire consists of NY Voices’ ar-
rangements of “Avalon” and “Why Don’t 
You Write Me?”, Gerhard Guter’s “The Wa-
ters of March”, Rosana Eckert’s wordless 
arrangement of “Sandu”, and Vox Arsana’s 
“Zemlja pleše”. Let’s marry vocal jazz!

Kim Nazarian is a world-renowned per-
forming Grammy-nominated jazz artist, 
educator and clinician. Besides her work 
as a sought-after solo vocalist, she has 
been performing all over the world with 
the vocal group New York Voices (NYV) 
for more than 30 years. She is an on-line 
jazz voice teacher for Vocal Jazz Majors 
at Ithaca College and she shares her per-
spectives on music and life as a musician 
through teaching private students in clin-
ics, workshops, jazz camps and master-
classes, as well as through festival adjudi-
cation and guest conducting for singers on 
all levels in the US and abroad.

He also spent 
four years in New York, where he studied 
movement, acting and non-classical sing-
ing. Well-known for his energy, dynamism 
and eagerness to explore music’s power, 
Tille combines strong professionalism 
with a light-hearted approach. Those who 
have worked with him describe him as a 
“stylistic chameleon”.

Explore the grooves and harmonies of 
The Real Group! In a fun and creative 
atmosphere, you will sing some of the 
most popular arrangements from The 
Real Group’s repertoire. Learn different 
techniques for reaching intonation and 
rhythmical precision while becoming a 
member of an extra-large vocal group for 
a few days.

Josef Sjöblom holds a BA in Choral Stud-
ies from the Royal College of Music in 
Stockholm. Once a choir singer, compos-
er and conductor of classical choirs and 
jazz/rhythmic groups, he now explores 
the concept of crossover between a vocal 
group and a choir. Sjöblom has been work-
ing with the members of The Real Group 
on various projects, such as The Real 
Group Festival 2012, Marina Abramović’s 
The Cleaner in Stockholm 2017, and as a 
singer in the experimental vocal ensemble 
Roliga Sångförsöket. Since 2018, he has 
also been a member of The Real Group 
Academy.

What do you feel when you sing? Joy, 
happiness, sorrow, love… all of it, right? 
When we sing, we feel our vibe, the vibe 
of our choir-friends and also our listen-
ers. But there is more to this. We feel 
something magical we can’t explain. 
Maybe music is the voice of God? Let’s 
try to find out together.

Jānis Ozols was born in 1980. He is the 
Artistic Director of the International 
Baltic Sea Choir Competition and a re-
nowned Latvian conductor. Serving as 
the conductor and artistic director of the 
Latvian Music Academy Mixed Choir and 
mixed choirs Maska and Pa Sauleihe, he 
plays an active role in academic music in 
Latvia and abroad. He is oftentimes a jury 
member at international choir competi-
tions. On the more intimate side, Ozols 
is married and a father of three, and a 
proud owner of two cats and two dogs. He 
likes to cook and write about his culinary 
achievements on his blog.

Mozart’s greatest sacred masterpiece completes the triptych with Bach’s Mass in B mi-
nor and Beethoven’s Missa Solemnis. Everyone would like to sing this complex and 
magnificent piece at least once in their lifetime, and immerse themselves in a whirl-
wind of emotions together with all the soloists, choir and orchestra.

Conductor Filippo Maria Bressan is far 
from the commercial stereotype of the 
globetrotting artist. Eclectic and reserved, 
unconventional and social media-phobic, 
sportive and tree-loving, he has chosen to 
follow his passions in selecting the reper-
toire and the concert and musical activity 
in general. With a double specialisation in 
the symphonic-choral repertoire and in 
the 18th and 19th century opera and sym-
phonic repertoire, he has conducted many 
choirs and orchestras in various venues 
and recorded for Chandos Records, Dec-
ca, Deutsche Grammophon, EMI and 
Virgin.

Austrian Agnes Schnabl studies choral 
conducting and pedagogy of choral con-
ducting at the Graz University of Music 
and Performing Arts with Johannes Prinz, 
Rahela Durič and Franz Jochum. There, 
she has also been a student assistant for 
choral conducting classes at the Depart-
ment of Musical Pedagogy. Previously, 
she received conducting lessons at the 
Viennese University of Music and Per-
forming Arts from Alois Glaßner. She has 
been teaching choir conducting courses 
throughout Austria. In 2018, she was a 
guest conductor with the vocalconsort in-
itium group in Tokyo. Currently, she con-
ducts the Kanti ensemble.

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During the 16th century, polychoral 
music was considered synonymous with 
Venetian music. As such, it also spread 
throughout the Holy Roman Empire. The 
atelier proposes the study and perfor-
mance of the repertoire for double and 
triple choir by Venetian organists Andrea 
and Giovanni Gabrieli and composer 
from our region Jacobus Handl - Gallus.

Paolo Da Col completed his musical stud-
ies in Bologna and his study of musicol-
ogy in Venice. Displaying interest in Re-
naissance and pre-classical music from a 
young age, he has always viewed research 
and performance of music as intercon-
nected. For more than twenty years he 
has been a member of several Italian vocal 
ensembles. Since 1998, he has conducted 
the vocal ensemble Odhecaton with which 
he has recorded many CDs with wide crit-
ical acclaim and awards. He teaches at the 
Trieste Conservatory and also works as a 
music editor and author of catalogues and 
essays about the history of Renaissance 
and pre-classical vocal music.

This atelier is going to deal with three 
main topics: the passing nature of beauty, 
silence and listening, and the relationship 
between sentient beings. Corresponding 
to the tree focal points, three pieces will 
be used to symbolise beauty – silence – 
relationship. The three threads will then 
be woven into a delicate musical perfor-
mance. For sensitive souls only!

Yoshihisa Matthias Kinoshita, a Ger-
man-Japanese conductor, studied at the 
Cologne University of Music. In addition, 
he graduated in music therapy in 2008. 
Since 1989, he has been the music direc-
tor of the Wolfratshauser Children’s Choir. 
In this distinctive choir, children are not 
selected according to their musical or vo-
cal talent, yet in 1998, his Choir managed 
to win the German Choir Championship. 
Kinoshita is a lecturer at the University of 
Music and Performing Arts Munich. He 
has led workshops all over the world.

Inspired by bucolic paintings of the 19th 
century, which speak of nature and love, 
we will study choral and piano gems by 
English, German and Slovenian compos-
ers of the 19th and 20th century. Discov-
er the warm sound of choir enveloped in 
romantic harmonies!

Petra Grassi has won many conducting 
awards around the world: the Choir Prize 
at the World Choral Conducting Compe-
tition in Hong Kong in 2019, first prize at 
the Ljubljana National Competition for 
Choral Conductors in 2016, and first prize 
at the Arezzo National Choral Conduct-
ing Competition in 2015. In 2020, Grassi 
started co-conducting the Italian National 
Youth Choir. As a guest conductor, she has 
performed with the Slovenian Philhar-
monic Choir. She is the chief conductor of 
the DEKOR Chamber Choir, one of Slove-
nia’s best choirs.

Enjoy a repertoire from a variety of pe-
riods, blended in gratitude and praise of 
our Mother Earth, and journey through 
medieval chants, Romantic and modern 
pieces. We will focus on expression and 
ways to create one entity out of myriad 
styles.

Cecilia Martin-Löf has wide experience 
in orchestra and choir conducting and 
is much esteemed by singers for her cre-
ative ideas, meticulous preparation and 
profound understanding of both vocal 
and choral performance. At all times she 
strives to combine her love for poetry with 
technical precision at the highest level. As 
the Director Cantorum at Lund Universi-
ty she has developed a great and vibrant 
choral department with her ensembles 
Palaestra Vocal Ensemble and Lund Aca-
demic Choir. She is an eager, creative per-
sonality, full of new ideas, always striving 
to develop and open towards all kinds of 
productions and staging, traditional con-
certs as well as new concepts.

As a mosaic of sound, the last 120 years 
of Argentinian repertoire boast great 
versatility in composition, inspiration 
sources (poetry, religion, ethnicity, popu-
lar trends) as well as rhythmic and sound  
pursuits which are most typical of cultur-
al diversity.

The piece was de-
scribed as “a piece of a miracle in terms of 
balance between tradition and moderni-
ty, sensuality, piety, luxuriance, sobriety”.

Ann-Marie Cabut, a music teacher and 
choir conductor, studied under Christian 
Wagner at the Conservatory of Lyon and 
is an alumnus of the Lyon Faculty of Musi-
cology. She serves as the artistic director of 
the impressive La Chanterie de Lyon (400 
young singers aged 5–18 years) and has 
been the conductor of the children’s choir 
La Cigale de Lyon since 1995. She leads 
her singers on the path of repertoire dis-
covery that involves creation, choreogra-
phy and staging. Besides focusing mainly 
on children’s and youth choirs, she works 
with mixed choirs in Lyon.

The Glagolitic Mass by Leoš Janaček is one of the most remarkable masterpieces of the 
Western music. Coming from the incredible Czech music tradition, this piece presents 
a wonderful possibility for singers to challenge themselves both vocally and musically. 
Don’t miss this chance!

The internationally acclaimed Estonian 
conductor Risto Joost is recognised for 
his versatility and his work both in the 
opera pit and on stage. A trained singer 
and the Conductor in Residence of the 
Estonian National Opera, Joost has al-
ready held major artistic positions, such as 
Chief Conductor of the Tallinn Chamber 
Orchestra (2013–2019), Artistic Director 
of the MDR Leipzig Radio Choir (2015–
2019), Chief Conductor of the Nether-
lands Chamber Choir (2011–2015). In 
2020/21, Risto Joost became the Music Di-
rector and Chief Conductor of Vanemuine 
Theatre in Tartu, Estonia.

He has been focusing 
on improvisational vocal art since 2002 
and has developed the innovative and rev-
olutionary methodology titled “The Intel-
ligent Choir” with Vocal Painting as one of 
the headliners. The Intelligent Choir refers 
to his musical philosophy and concept of 
training choir conductors to allow and in-
spire choristers to share responsibility for 
the musical process.

Peder Karlsson studied classical compo-
sition, arranging and guitar at the Royal 
Academy of Music in Stockholm, Swe-
den, and graduated in 1989 with a degree 
in vocal group performance. As a mem-
ber of the Swedish a cappella group The 
Real Group between the years of 1984–
2010, Karlsson performed at over 2,000 
concerts all over the world and appeared 
on 16 CDs. Between 2011 and 2014, 
Karlsson was the Musical Director of the 
XXL vocal group Perpetuum Jazzile from 
Slovenia. Since January 2015, Karlsson 
has been teaching innovative choir lead-
ership at the Royal Academy of Music 
in Aalborg, Denmark, which has earned 
him the title Honorary Professor in 2016. 
Apart from activities within music, Karls-
son is the chairman of the non-profit or-
ganisation End Ecocide Sweden.

The works of 
this prolific composer and arranger are per-
formed around the world with his compo-
sitions varying widely, ranging from works 
based on traditional Japanese music, masses, 
and motets to etudes for choirs. Matsushita, 
an active workshop leader and lecturer both 
within and outside Japan, has adjudicated 
many international choral and composition 
competitions around the world. He is the 
executive director of numerous choral or-
ganisations in Tokyo and of the Japan Inter-
national Choral Composition Competition.

The atelier will try to interlace the sensibility 
of Schnittke with Scandinavian folk songs 
through various arrangements, be it in Swed-
ish or Norwegian, or using no words at all.  →

Grete Pedersen, the world-famous Norwe-
gian conductor, is considered to be the pio-
neer in bringing Norwegian music to life in 
choral arrangements, which she regularly 
merges with the selected pieces from world 
musical literature in concerts. She conducted 
the Oslo Chamber Choir for 20 years and in 
1990 took over the legacy of Knut Nystedt 
as the conductor of the Norwegian Soloists’ 
Choir, with which she has won many inter-
national awards. Pedersen graduated in the 
class of Kenneth Kiesler at the Norwegian 
Academy of Music where she is currently a 
lecturer herself, and continued her studies 
under Eric Ericson and Terje Kvam. She has 
performed with an elite selection of choirs: 
German Radio Choir, Dutch Chamber 
Choir, Swedish Chamber Choir, Eric Ericson 
Chamber Choir, Danish National Vocal En-
semble, World Youth Choir and many others.

The atelier, led by Māris Sirmais, will fo-
cus on the contemporary choral music 
from the greatest composers of the Bal-
tic States.

As the Artistic Director of the Latvi-
an State Choir since 1997, Sirmais has also 
reared one of the most splendid symbols of 
the Latvian choral culture, the Youth Choir 
Kamēr, which he conducted since its foun-
dation in 1990 to 2012. He is also the Head 
of the Choir Conducting Department at the 
Jāzeps Vītols Latvian Academy of Music.

Is this 
challenging enough? 

Alejandro Gabriel Pance studies choral 
conducting with Grete Pedersen at the 
Norwegian Academy of Music and works 
as an assistant to the Norwegian Soloists’ 
Choir at the same time. He has conducted 
renowned choirs, such as the Argentinian 
National Choir, Rundfunk-Jugendchor 
Wernigerode and Tous Ensemble, and 
participated in masterclasses with André 
Merwe, Ariel Alonso, Florian Helgath, 
Romāns Vanags (choral conducting) and 
Paavo Järvi, Riccardo Muti as well as 
Douglas Bostock (orchestral conducting). 
His performance of the Pierrot Lunaire 
earned him a special mention award of 
Argentina in 2017. In 2020, he was grant-
ed the Noël Minet Fund scholarship.

Simon Arlasjö is a Swedish choral con-
ductor born in 1996. In the spring of 2020, 
he completed his BA at the Royal College 
of Music in Stockholm by conducting a 
project with the Swedish Radio Choir. In 
the past season, he began his MA with 
Grete Pedersen at the Norwegian Academy 
of Music. Arlasjö is said to have, “in spite of 
his young age, a mature perception of mu-
sic that he expresses with a nice and inspir-
ing conducting technique, clear instruc-
tions and infectious musical charisma”. He 
is also a member of the board of the Swed-
ish Choral Conductors Association.

Ambrož Čopi is a composer, conductor, 
teacher, music motivator and organiser. 
Already as a young teacher he would en-
courage his students to create choral mu-
sic and in time, he became the mentor of 
Slovenia’s youngest generation of compos-
ers. With his choirs, he has stimulated the 
creation of new works and his collabora-
tion with aspiring composers and creators 
always proves prolific. His original works, 
recorded on four CDs, regularly appear 
on stages around the world. Čopi has led 
many Slovenian choirs and achieved en-
viable results at home competitions (16 
gold plaques) and internationally (26 
first places). Currently, he conducts the 
KGBL Chamber Choir and APZ UP, both 
ranking among the top Slovenian choir 
ensembles. For exceptional achievements 
in music, he has received highest national 
awards.

Professor Cecilia Rydinger is a leading 
figure in Swedish musical life. Since 2008 
she has served as the conductor of the 
male choir Orphei Drängar (OD), with 
whom she regularly appears on interna-
tional tours and CD recordings. Between 
1988 and 2009, Rydinger was the conduc-
tor of the mixed choir Allmänna Sången, 
at the helm of which she won several in-
ternational choral competitions, including 
the 2005 European Grand Prix for Choral 
Singing. Rydinger held the position of 
Principal at the Royal College of Music 
in Stockholm between 2012 and 2019 and 
has over the years been a much sought-af-
ter jury member for international choir 
competitions.

Payment
The participation fee consists of two parts: 
registration fee (first part) and festival 
ticket (second part). 
The first part of the participation fee (reg-
istration fee) is €60,00 (VAT included) 
per person, regardless of the membership 
status, country group or age of the partic-
ipant.

The day of payment is considered to be the 
day the participant/group/choir makes the 
payment to the organiser’s transaction ac-
count. The reservation is confirmed when 
the organiser receives the payment.
Only non-cash payment is possible (direct 
bank transfer, credit card or Pay Pal). The 
administration fee is 2.5%. The payment 
can be also made via PayPal (additional 
payment costs shall be charged according 
to the PayPal pricelist).
All members of ECA-EC must pay their 
membership fee before the registration 
deadline (15 February 2021) in order to 
benefit from the reduced fee. Non-mem-
bers who wish to join ECA-EC must ap-
ply for membership BEFORE registering 
for the festival since they will need their 
membership number for the registration 
in order to benefit from the reduced fee.

Cancellation Policy
The amount of the cancellation fee (for 
exceptions, see Force majeure and Cov-
id-19-related cancellation below) depends 
on the time remaining until the beginning 
of the Europa Cantat Festival 2021, as fol-
lows:
• Cancellation before 15 May 2021 – 100% 

of the second part of the participation 
fee (festival ticket) will be refunded. The 
first part of the participation fee (regis-
tration fee €60,00) will not be refunded 
Cancellation terms apply to all cases ir-
respective of the reasons for cancellation 
(for exceptions, see Force majeure and 
Covid-19-related cancellation below). 
We suggest you arrange travel insurance 
to cover the risks in case of illness, etc.

• Cancellation after 15 May 2021 – no 
refund. Cancellation terms apply to all 
cases irrespective of the reasons for can-
cellation (for exceptions, see Force ma-
jeure and Covid-19-related cancellation 
below).

• Non-participation without notification 
(“no-show”) – no refund.

Force majeure and Covid-19-related 
cancellation
The organiser reserves the right to cancel 
the festival due to exceptional circum-
stances or force majeure if such events oc-
cur before or during the implementation 
of the programme, which could not have 
been expected, eliminated or avoided, and 
for the organiser these circumstances con-
stitute a valid reason not to be able to carry 
out the programme.
The organiser assumes no responsibili-
ty for programme changes due to force 
majeure before and during the festival. 
In such cases, the organiser can provide 
services to participants in a modified form 
depending on the existing options.
If the organiser has to cancel the festival 
(including reasons related to Covid-19), 
the participants are entitled to a full re-
fund of the participation fee (registration 
fee and festival ticket), minus €20,00 per 
person for handling costs. 
The organiser cannot be held responsible 
for the participants’ travel or accommo-
dation costs. Participants are advised to 
secure their travel with an insurance com-
pany. The organiser is not responsible for 
delays of aircraft, ships or trains, or for any 
changes in the programme that would oc-
cur as a result of such delays.

COVID-19

If participants have to cancel their partici-
pation due to the following reasons related 
to Covid-19, they are entitled to a full re-
fund of the participation fee (registration 
fee and festival ticket), minus €20,00 per 
person for handling costs. The reasons for 
cancellation may be the following:
• Participants come from a country that is 

considered a risk by the Slovenian gov-
ernment, meaning they cannot travel or 
would be forced to go into quarantine 
after entering the country.

• Slovenia is considered a risk by the gov-
ernment of the country of residence of 
the participants, and they would thus be 
forced to go into quarantine upon their 
return from Slovenia.

• A flight/bus/train was cancelled due to 
Covid-19.

In all cases participants will be required 
to provide proof (printouts of official lists 
of risk countries, proof of cancellation of 
travel) with an indication of the reason for 
cancelling.

form. The organiser may use these photos 
and videos in their communication (elec-
tronic and print), their websites, their 
social networks (Facebook, Instagram, 
Twitter, YouTube, LinkedIn or Snapchat) 
and other social media, all with the aim 
of promoting and documenting the Eu-
ropa Cantat Festival 2021 and promoting 
future festivals.

By registering for the festival, participants 
accept that the organisers or third parties 
authorised by the organisers may record/
photograph all live performances during 
the festival and reproduce and distribute 
copies of such recordings, or broadcast, 
transmit and make them available to the 
public in any other way, during or after the 
live event.
Participants may not claim any fee, roy-
alties or other remuneration as com-
pensation for the anticipated use of the 
recordings or photographs taken by the or-
ganisers or any third party who is or shall 
be authorised by the organisers to make or 
use such recordings and photographs. 
Participants consent to the audio-visual 
adaptation or transformation of record-
ings or photographs which may be nec-
essary because of general or particular 
technical requirements or limitations, 
or which is required in the synchroni-
sation process or post-production, and 
is customary in the broadcasting or au-
dio-visual production industry.
 

PROTECTION OF 
PERSONAL DATA

Organisers will use and store the personal 
data of the participants in accordance with 
the policy for the protection of individuals 
in the processing of personal data that is 
followed by the organisers, as regulated 
by Directive 95/46/EC (Data Protection 
Directive).
JSKD and ECA-EC process personal data 
primarily for the purpose of concluding or 
fulfilling a contract, but may also process 
it for the purposes of direct marketing and 
informing about the events of JSKD and/
or ECA-EC and statistical processing. It 
does not pass on the data to third parties if 
no legal basis for it is provided by law. The 
consent given by the participants for data 
processing may be changed or withdrawn 
in full at any time.
